Draw in Game 10 – and Kramnik still one point down               
Brissago, October 10, 2004.   On Sunday Peter Leko defended again his lead at the Classical World Chess Championship at CENTRO DANNEMANN against titleholder Vladimir Kramnik from Russia. “I try to keep the lead. And I’m just thinking from game to game”, said the 25 year old challenger from Hungary after today’s game. Now Leko needs two points out of the last four games to become World Champion. 
For the first time in the match Vladimir Kramnik gets the clear better position after the opening. Leko faces a difficult and passive endgame with several pawn weaknesses. Kramnik looks for a forced win, but is not able to find one. With 24. …d5 Kramnik goes for an attack on the king’s side, because the Black rook was in offside on a5. Leko, in spite of being in time pressure, finds the exact defence 27. … Rdc7 and holds the draw.
